Brock Henson, our AGM keynote speaker, travelled
twice to Christchurch, New Zealand in the

aftermath of their devastating 6.3 magnitude 2011

earthquake. As part of a response/recovery team,
Brock assisted Kiwi counterparts, observed how
relief efforts unfolded and was able to assess how
improvements could be made.

His presentation contains insightful experiences
that can help plan for the “inevitable big shake” on
our coast. It’s a matter of when, not if. Now’s the
time for preparation! Earthquake insurance and a

preparedness kit (containing food,water, money, a

battery-powered radio, flashlight, first-aid

supplies, toiletries, blankets and clothing) are only

part of readiness in the event of a disaster.

Watershed Walk:
Discover Gabo Creek!

Did you know North Quadra is located entirely in the
Colquitz River watershed? All rain that falls here ends
up in that river to the west, but by 2 different routes.

North and west of Christmas Hill is little known, and
under appreciated, Gabo Creek watershed including

Rithets Bog. Soon, Harald Wolf, a geologist and North

Quadra historian, will again lead walks along the
creek to raise awareness of the need for

rehabilitation. For notification of walks or if you have

an interested group, contact Harald at

hwolf@wolfweb.ca, or catch updates on our web site

or Facebook page.

We’d also love to find a champion and guide for
2 Blenkinsop Creek, another watershed gem which
drains the eastern half of our area .

Thanks to Vice President Harald Wolf, Hutchison Park has
recently joined Saanich’s Pulling Together Program. This park
initiative is designed to engage local residents in invasive
plant removal and active ecological restoration of natural
areas in Saanich. Hutchison Park, located on Rogers Avenue
next of to the Bruce Hutchison heritage home, was procured
through the efforts of NQRA in the 1990’s. It contains rare
Garry Oak habitat in need of rehabilitative help. Harald
expects work parties to commence in July, once inventories
and assessments are completed.

Friends of Beckwith Park, nicknamed FOB Pullers, continue to
work under the able stewardship of cordinator Eylin Gilbart.
This dedicated group of 8-10 volunteers started up 3 years
ago and meet on the 2nd and 4th Saturday of each month
from 9:00 am to 11:00 am and have succeeded in cleaning
the park of debris and invasive species. The group’s efforts
have bolstered the return of many native plants and
flowering shrubs. Attention will soon be directed to fortifying
duck pond banks to improve nesting conditions and protect

against erosion.

Cannon Noise

Last spring, we reported that Island Berry Company’s use of
propane cannons to deter geese at their farm west of Blenkin-
sop Lake was an unresolved matter. Subsequently, Concerned
Neighbours of Beckwith Farm (CNBF), a citizen’s group op-
posed to the noise and it effects on resident’s well being, re-
guested a position statement from NQRA to accompany
formal complaint to the BC Farm Industry Review Board. Our
qualified response read as follows:

The North Quadra Residents Association has historically supported
maintenance of The Blenkinsop Valley as a “rural oasis” within which
farming is appropriate as a primary activity. We continue to support
that position. Nevertheless, we do not support the use of propane
cannons in the valley.

We believe it is necessary to recognize the unique status of the
valley as an isolated rural area within an urban community. As such, it
is poorly suited to the use of propane cannons which have a serious
negative impact affecting the health and wellbeing of surrounding
residents and, in our opinion, should only be used in more remote areas
and even then as a tool of last resort.

In conclusion, we note no historical tradition of propane cannon use
in the valley and believe it is inappropriate to consider introduction of
such a disruptive use given the nature of the surrounding area.




North Quadra Boulevard Trees for Free

A No Cost opportunity is rare these
days! But, that’s exactly what our
“free boulevard tree” program is.
First initiated 5 years ago, itis a
partnership planting agreement with
Saanich Parks and BC Hydro. With
resounding success it has become a
model to address global urban forest
decline throughout the municipality.
Saanich now partners with
community associations to plant
trees on municipal frontages. The
terms remain simple. Homeowners
first fill out a form, processed
through the community association,

in order to receive a tree at no cost.
Parks staff later contact the resident
to discuss tree selection and site
location. In the fall, staff plant,
stake and mulch the tree while
residents agree to minimal site
preparation and agree to water
May-Oct. For a minimum of 3-5
Years.

Developments And Rezoning

4050 Nelthorpe: There is a proposal in stream to build 8 town homes on the south slope of Christmas Hill behind
Sacred Heart Church. The 0.55 hectare site is currently zoned as Al (Rural). The association’s executive attended
both of the public meetings held to date and have concluded that the proposal as presented is not supportable.

e The proposal does not meet the density and amenity requirements of the Christmas Hill Slope Study, and
therefore is not consistent with the North Quadra Local Area Plan.

e Historical, ecological and environmental issues such as: preservation of mature trees, wild life corridor and
bird habitat are not adequately addressed.

® A proper connection to the Christmas Hill trail has not been adequately considered.

Ideally we feel this site should be acquired by Saanich and incorporated into the Christmas Hill Nature Sanctuary.
Alternatively, but reluctantly, the association can support a maximum density of 6 town homes provided that:
sufficient amenity in the form of land on the site’s north side is preserved and dedicated to Saanich, anda3to 5
metre Right-of-Way is reserved on the east side of the property for continuation of the existing trail.

Sidewalk on Cedar Hill/Morris: Several years ago, Council approved the condominium project across from the
Monkey Tree Pub. Our association felt some of our concerns were ignored. Nevertheless, we did secure, as an
amenity, an upgraded sidewalk on the west side of Cedar Hill/Morris from the project to Ambassador. The
sidewalk, to be built by the developer at his cost, would not be started until project completion, which may be as
early as July.

Construction as approved would leave a small section from Ambassador to Lucas incomplete and “orphaned”.
We have lobbied engineering, unsuccessfully to date, to fill in this gap while equipment and manpower are in
place. Now we find that engineering, without community consultation, has told the developer to move a section
of this sidewalk from west to east, forcing yet another unguided crossing for students on route to schools. We
find this process unacceptable and are seeking to see it corrected.
